





University of London halls of residence

These are available for any student studying at

a college of the University of London. This means
that you will be sharing with students from
universities other than the IOE.

We have a quota of places in the eight University
of London intercollegiate halls of residence, for full-
time students. The Garden Halls (comprising Hughes
Parry, Canterbury and Commonwealth Halls),
College Hall, Connaught Hall and International
Hall are all within a short walking distance of the
IOE. Lillian Penson Hall and Nutford House are
accessible by transport.

What can | expect?

These halls of residence offer similar facilities
to those in the IOE’s halls of residence. They
offer a variety of accommodation, from single
study bedrooms to flats that can accommodate
couples and families. Intercollegiate halls are
mixed (they offer accommodation for male and
female students). Single-sex floors are available.
Telephones are available in the rooms as well
as internet connections. Laundry facilities are
also available.

Seven of the halls offer accommodation for
undergraduate and postgraduate students. Where
possible, postgraduate students are accommodated
on postgraduate-only floors. Lillian Penson Hall

is a postgraduate-only hall.

Some intercollegiate halls are catered (this means
that breakfast and an evening meal are included
in the price), while others will offer self-catered
and a mixture of catered and self-catered
accommodation. Where halls are catered,
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small kitchens or pantries consisting of a fridge
and microwave are also available on each floor.

Typical costs
Prices depend on individual halls, type of room
and length of stay. Examples of prices, based
on those at College Hall are:
m Single room with shared facilities £166.60 per week
m Double room with own bathroom £254.80
per week (as of May 2009)

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Other accommodation options

If you do not want to stay in halls of residence,
there is a range of other options you can consider.

Private accommodation

|OE students who have conditional or
unconditional offers can access the private
accommodation database, contract-checking
service, legal housing advice and other services
provided to students by the University of London
Housing Services (contact details are at the end
of this section).

What can | expect?

Private accommodation can include various types
of properties. This could be a flat-share or bedsit
(this is usually a room in a house or a flat which

is let by private landlords or agencies). These rooms
are available to rent by anyone and may not be
restricted to students.

If you want more privacy, or if you have family
with you, you can also rent a property for yourself.
This would be a flat or house where you would
have your own bathroom, kitchen, living room
and bedroom(s).

A smaller rental property might be a studio flat.
These are self-contained flats where you have one
main room and a bathroom. Your main room is
your bedroom, living room and kitchen all in one.
The difference between a studio flat and a one-
bedroom flat is that a one-bedroom flat will usually
have a separate bedroom, living room, kitchen

and bathroom.

If you opt for private accommodation, remember
that a landlord will require a deposit and one
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month's rent in advance. As UK bank accounts
can take some time to open, it's worth bringing
enough money in the form of travellers’ cheques
to cover your start-up costs.

Typical costs

Costs vary widely depending on location and type
of property.

Private halls and hostels

If you don't want to live in either student halls or
private accommodation there are external agencies
that provide places in private halls, or hostels

that provide cheaper short or medium-term
accommodation.

Private halls are run by external agencies.

These provide similar facilities to the university
halls but are run by private companies, and may
be further out from the centre of London than the
university halls. The private halls may also provide
additional facilities not available at university halls.
You will also be sharing with students from any
university or college rather than just the University
of London.

Hostels are usually the least expensive form

of accommodation for students. They normally
consist of a dormitory bedroom shared with
several people, and a shared living area, kitchen
and bathroom. Hostels rent accommodation for
long or short periods of stay. You can stay for
periods of up to several months, but if you are

in a dormitory room, bear in mind that the people
you will be sharing with are likely to change all
the time.

What can | expect?

For private halls, as with the university halls, this
is typically a single room with shared access to
a bathroom. They also offer a mixture of catered
(breakfast and dinner included in the price) and
self-catered accommodation. If the hall is self-
catered you will also have shared access to

a kitchen. Some agencies offer shared rooms,
double rooms and flats.

Hostels vary. They usually offer the choice of a
shared dormitory room with up to 10 other people
or single and double rooms.

Typical costs

Private halls: prices are likely to be similar to other
student halls of residence and vary depending on
room type or location.

Hostels: a shared room will often start at around
£10 per night, whereas a single room or double
room can be up to £30 per person per night.
